Five Hallmarks of Being Transformed by Christ
1. Look at life from our Savior's point of view.
2. There will be more emphasis placed on 

Internal Transformation more than External. 
3. This person’s whole life becomes a spiritual act 

of worship.
4. This person will have an undying passion to 

serve.
5. This person will break loose from conformity to 

the world.
